
Reenabling Windows 10 SMB 1.0 feature: 

Some older devices require SMB 1.0 to be turned on in order to be able to scan to folder using 
the SMB protocol. This feature was turned off on some Windows 10 PC’s after an update. This 
feature was turned off due to the wannacry security exploit. Turn back on at your own risk. 

1. In the search bar to the right of the Windows icon in the lower left type Turn Windows 
features on or off and click on the top app that appears 

2. In the Turn Windows features on or off window scroll down to SMB 1.0/CIFS File Sharing 
Support 

3. Click the Plus sign to the left of SMB 1.0/CIFS File Sharing Support to expand the 
selection 

4. Check both Client and Server 
5. Click OK 
6. Reboot PC
